Milestones & Updates

Japan has the 2nd highest number of adoption, next 
to the US, yet only 2% are child adoption, and 98% 
are adult adoption for business-related purposes.


38,000 to 48,000 children who are in alternative care 
are abandoned, abused, orphaned, and parents 
cannot take care of them due to various reasons. Yet, 
unlike other developed countries, Japan only has 8 to 
15% of children sent to foster homes, and 75 to 85% 
of children are sent to infant and children's 
institutions. 


In the institutions, most of the children's physical 
needs are provided. Yet, it didn't cover the sense of 
home and the love of a family. 


“The most terrible poverty is loneliness and the 
feeling of being unloved.” - Mother Teresa
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• An estimated 153 million children worldwide are 
orphans.


• There are over 250 million children living in countries 
affected by war and conflict.


• An estimated 14 million children under the age of five 
worldwide suffer from severe acute malnutrition.


• Nearly 1 in 10 children are subjected to child labour 
worldwide, with some forced into hazardous work 
through trafficking.


• About 1 in 10 girls under the age of 20 have been 
forced to engage in sex or perform other sexual acts.


• Roughly 3 in 4 children between the ages of 2 and 4 – 
around 300 million – are regularly subjected to violent 
discipline by their caregivers.


I have a confession to make. Children are not always my 
favorite. I love my nephews and nieces, but other than 
them, I'm not very interested. After typhoon Yolanda, 
many missionaries came to our place, and they always 
chose me to take care of the children. Slowly they 
became a huge part of me. 


One person that influenced me in reaching out to 
children is Bill Wilson, the founder of Metro World Child. 
His life is a testimony of one kid who was touched by a 
Christian and had an encounter with God. Today, he is 
influencing many people and reaching children in 
different parts of the world. 


This is God's story of one kid that was abandoned, knows 
God, and becomes God's vessel. As I walk with children, I 
see them as giants that will change the future of their 
generations. 


As Bill said, "To the world, you may be one person, but 
to one person, you may be the world."
